Parent/guardian agrees to
release, indemnify and hold harmless Christ Church Episcopal, Christ Church Episcopal Preschool, and their directors, officers,
employees, and agents from any claim, cause of action, and/or damages related to the determination to administer, and/or the
administration of medication to my child/guardian. For safety reasons, pictures of children with severe allergies will be posted in the
office and in select classrooms.

I understand that any individual listed on this form as a medication administrator is approved to administer prescription/non-
prescription medications using the following routes: oral and epinephrine using an auto-injector device.
